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Abstract

With the progress of aging society in Japan, the constitution of society and of disease has
changed, and health needs have become diversified. Traditional health and medical care cannot
suit the changing circumstances. We have to handle health problems from the view of whole life.
Comprehensive care in the community should be performed by the network of health, medicine

and social welfare. The concept of primary health care, or community welfare, would support this.
This article deals with the trend of health care, medical care and welfare service from a
standpoint of public health. We proposed the new idea of health welfare, which has a disease—
preventive function. Then we emphasize the need for cooperation and networking among
organizations concerned in the community.
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
