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Abstract

D. H. Lawrence’s Smile is a short but very impressive story whose theme is “laughter” or
“smile”. “Laughter” may be regarded as one of the emotional movements of human beings that
expresses the complex psychical mechanism of the unconsciousness. In this thesis, we are
going to show how appropriate and reasonable Lawrence’s description of “laughter” or “smile” s
in the light of the “mechanism of laughter”. We will also discuss whether or not Matthew's
laughter and smile provoked by his dead wife, Ophelia, are a very primitive emotional movement
and whether their source is in the flesh in a Laurentian sense or not.
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
