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Abstract

The recent prospect of normalization “gives a renewal—drive in medical and social welfare
services. “Normalization” underlines the elaboration of external environment of daily care for the
handicapped in the institutional accommodation. Instead, the author will add to it the prospect
of “internalization” of such cares and services by introducing the methodology of the induction
of “personality consciousness” in the service—recipients.
