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Abstract

The Stone Angel is Margaret Laurence’s first novel with a Canadian setting. Hagar, the
protagonist of this work, is now 90 years old, dying of cancer and rampant with bitter memory.
She is like a blind stone angel at Manawaka cemetery. She is blind to other people’s pain and

suffering, and her blindness and pride forbid her to feel warmth towards people. But when she is
in fear of dying, revelation comes to her : pride is her wilderness and she always wanted simply
to rejoice. She recovers human feeling through this revelation.
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
