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Abstract 

In the ideas on bioethics and environmental ethics we encounter the holistic view as represented 
by such terms as the concept of life or that of the environment where we live. The adequacy of 
the holistic view in ethical evaluation will be discussed. The phenomenon of our life and living 

environment is the complex of internal relations of things which we encounter therein (including 
human beings) where we find values. In evaluating things which we encounter, the holistic view of 

things has to replace the mechanistic one which has been traditionally founded on the 
"atomism".
