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Abstract

By integrating background knowledge on the content area (content schema) and the rhetorical
structure of a given text (formal schema) with the printed information, the reader can
comprehend the written text, in an interactive way. This is how schema theory works and, in this
paper, how to implement this theory in teaching English as a foreign language to Japanese
students is discussed.
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
