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Abstract
This paper reports the present conditions of “the most severely mentally and physically
handicapped” who need intensive medical care such as respiratory management at Asahigawa

Jidoin Children’s Hospital in comparison with the other corresponding centers all over Japan.
The result shows that the existing “facilities for the severely mentally and physically



handicapped” are expected to play an important role for those children within the framework of
the community—based medical-welfare system. Finally, we propose that we need make a better
arrangement of mandatory, financial systems in order to make the above expectation possible.
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
