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Abstract

In my previous article, by investigating main reports such as the “Planning Committee for the
Children of the 21st Century”, and presenting these directions, I pointed out that the basic
directions of child and family welfare services in the future have gradually become clear and

viable. In this article, I considered these directions and basic ideas. The important basic ideas

are the “promotion of the well-being of children” and the “construction of a support system for
children and families”, in order to create a family in which all the members are equal partners, a
functional community for welfare and a society in which men and women are equal partners.
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
