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Abstract

In an effort to probe for ways to implement the “Engel Plan in Municipalities” for children’s halls,
[ examined the current state and problems of children’s halls in Okayama City. I especially
considered their physical condition and activities, provided and compared the findings with the
results of a survey of all children’s halls in Japan. I concluded that two factors are very
important. Future children’s halls should be strategically located to accomodate all children who
need the service, and their functions should be reviewed on a regular basis.
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
