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Abstract

The purpose of this research is to analyze the system of medical welfare services in Japan from
the viewpoint of fiscal policy. The research is devided into three issues:such as to classify
medical welfare services according to cost and benefit, to analyze expenditures and revenues for
the delivery of medical welfare services using time—series data from 1960 to 1993, and to
consider appropriate policies for the optimal delivery of medical welfare services in the future.
This paper deals with the first issue, the classification of medical welfare services and the fiscal
expenditures, portion of the second issue.
