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Abstract

The purpose of this paper was to improve existing practices by investigating how carework is
perceived by students at training institutions for certified careworkers. Quetionnaires were sent
to 333 students at 3 insitutions. The results are as follows. Students are able to develop their
own viewpoints about carework through the learning process. The students were introduced to
home—bound carework by socialwork for leisure, and terminal care through classes or by
syllabus. The students felt that the social status of careworkers was low and that they weren't
appreciated enough by the public in general. Accordingly, the system for training and educating
certified careworkers should be improved, and careworkers should work to improve caregiving
after graduation from the institutions.
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
