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Abstract

The purpose of this quantitative research study was to explore the experience of interpersonal
interactions between midwife and woman during antenatal examinations. In interviews conducted
20 to 36 weeks gestation, seven primigravida women without complications describe their
experiences and emotions. Using tape—recordings, data were collected by semi—structured
interviews and then analyzed. The following midwife interventions were identified as important to
the interpersonal interactions: 1. listning carefully 2. being kind 3. providing opportunity for
questions 4. reducing anxiety 5. giving detailed information sensitively 6. cooperationg with the
woman 7. improving ability to handle pregnancy 8. being non judgmental 9. supporting
emotions.These factors can be described as positive interactions between midwife and pregnant
women.
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
