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Abstract

Some of the methods used in educating nursing students about death were investigated. The
following procedures were utilized in teaching the students: (1) combined lectures and seminars, (2)
television documentaries, (3)small group discussions, (4)simulation games, (5)imagining one’s own

death by drawing simple drawings. The possibility of applying these five teaching methods to the
general population was considered. Each teaching method has a few drawbacks when applied to the
general public, but it seems possible that they can still be effective in educating lay people about
death. If these methods are to be used, people involved in nursing education, such as teachers and
graduates of nursing programs, should be a part of the educational process. After all, the methods
are a part of nursing education.
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
