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Spirituality in the Understanding of “Wisdom”
in the Wisdom Literature of the Old Testament
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Abstract

This paper examined the relationship between wisdom and spirituality through the understanding of wisdom
as seen in the wisdom literature of the Old Testament from the original Bible texts. It was shown, first of all, that
wisdom is centered on the order of reality, and that in that order there is practical wisdom, such as utilitarian and
ethical wisdom, as well as transcendent wisdom. Moreover, it also became clear that spirituality is a spirit, like
wisdom, provided by the transcendent God on a person-wide and daily basis. Furthermore, it could be understood
that that wisdom indicates the existence of the transcendent God and leads one to the well-being of living in the
trust of that transcendent being.
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
